Commemorating the 149t Anniversary of the Pony Express and the important role the telegraph played in

its operation.
Sunday, August 30, 2009
9a.m.to4p.m. CDT

Operating from the Historic

Hollenberg Pony Express Station
1 mile east of Hanover KS on Hwy 243
(15 miles WNW of Marysville, KS)

The Pony Express operated from April 1860 to October 1861. Riders took about 10 days to travel between St. Joseph, MO
and Sacramento, CA. When a telegraph line was finally stretched across the plains and through the mountains, the Pony
Express became a part of history.

Amateur Radio Station KJASA will operate as an 1860s-style Telegraph Office during the annual Hollenberg
Pony Express Station Festival. Frequencies: 3.540, 7.040, 14.040 & 14.240 MHz. Certificate awarded. Sponsored by
the Crown Amateur Radio Association, Olathe KS.

Operated by the Kansas State Historical Society, this Pony Express Station is thought to be the only Pony Express
station in the nation that has been preserved and left on the original location. The festival includes early-American
exhibits and activities.

Seymour Nathan ("Nate") Salvay, 93, of Mission Hills, KS, passed away
July 20, 2009, at Menorah Medical Center, Overland Park, KS. Funeral
services will be held in the Katz Chapel at Congregation Beth Shalom,
9400 Wornall Road, Kansas City, MO, at 2:30 p.m. Wednesday, July 22,
followed by burial at Rose Hill Cemetery, 69th and Troost, Kansas

City, MO. Kindly omit flowers; the family suggests contributions to
Congregation Beth Shalom, Village Shalom or the charity of one's
choice. Nathan was born March 11, 1916, in Kansas City, MO, to Israel
David Salvay (born Soloveichik in Veisiejai, Lithuania) and Anna

Salvay (born Brudner [Kiansky] in Starodub, Russia). In his youth,
Nathan was an avid ham radio operator (WOKTC) spending many happy
hours at his radio set in his parents' home on Bellefontaine; he
graduated Central High School (Kansas City) in 1932. Seeing a Curtis



"pusher" fly overhead while on his father's shoulders at age 3, he was
smitten with a desire to fly; he soloed in an OX5 bi-plane in 1937;

his first passengers were his parents. He taught flying throughout the
late '30s and early '40s, including aerobatics. During the depths of

the Depression, he worked for Burstein-Applebee Electronics, selling
throughout Kansas. Prior to WWII, Nathan continued his education,
earning an aeronautical engineering degree in 1940 from Curtis Wright
Technical Institute, Los Angeles, CA. Just prior to WWII, he earned

his commercial pilot's license in Logan, UT. Just after the onset of
World War II, Nathan was a civilian flight instructor for the Army Air
Corps (now U.S. Air Force) in Coffeyville, KS; he was invited to

dinner at the home of Elias Krigel, whose daughter Rose suggested that
Nathan call her cousin Geraldine when he was next in Kansas City.
Nathan did just that, and Gerry and Nate were married in January 1946.
In 1943, Nathan enlisted in the Army Air Corps and flew "the

Hump" (over the Himalaya Mountains) in the China- Burma-India Theatre,
where he served as second lieutenant and pilot-in- command of C47
cargo planes ferrying supplies to the Chinese. Nathan returned to
Kansas City to find that his brother Gene had built a tiny, single-

seat airplane, the "Skyhopper," in the basement of their parents'

home; he piloted it cross-country and delivered it to Gene in Los
Angeles while his bride, Gerry, followed along his route by train.

After his discharge from the service, he and Gerry started The Salvay
Flying Service at Richards-Gebaur Airport in Grandview, MO; they used
their two small planes for flight instruction and charter. He was an
engineer briefly for Black & Veatch. In 1950, he joined Milgram Food
Stores, from which he retired in 1984 as vice president of the non-
foods division. After his retirement, Nathan worked several years as a
market researcher and consultant to the supermarket industry. Nathan's
life focused on his family and his cherished friends. In his later

years, Nathan (a.k.a. "Mr. Seymour") regularly frequented area food
stores and restaurants, where he was known for his ready smile and
patient ear and his parting greeting, "Be well." His kindness,
compassion and wise advice will be long remembered. Mr. Salvay was
preceded in death by his parents and by his beloved son, Steven Howard
Salvay. He is survived by his wife of 63 years, Geraldine June

"Gerry" (Krigel) Salvay; his daughter-in- law Helen Schwartz Salvay of
Tucson, AZ, and her two children: David of Chicago, and Miriam
(Salvay) Shwartz (husband, Gilad) of Elbert, CO; his son and daughter-
in-law, Craig and Linda Salvay of Prairie Village, KS, and their two
children: Rachel of San Francisco, and Sarah (Salvay) Gallardo
(husband, Robert) of Overland Park, KS; his son and daughter-in-law,
Brian Allan "Boruch" and Loretta "Miriam" (Goodman) Salvay of
Woodridge, NY, and their eight children: Naftoli (wife, Sarah) of New
Hempstead, NY, Yosef of Nanuet, NY, Binyomin of Woodridge, NY, Naomi
of Woodridge, NY, Shmuel of Woodridge, NY, Levi (wife, Chanah Rochel)
of Far Rockaway (Queens), NY, Yisroel Meir of Woodridge, NY, Esther
Manya of Woodridge, NY.

®su bject: The First Screwdrivers

One of our AmRad newsletters, out here in Colorado happened to speak of screwdriver antennas,
and I got to thinking about their origins.

The earliest screwdriver antennas which WE KNOW of today, used a SKIL motorized screwdriver
(geared) motor for the active part, run through a big dropping resistor, to run the wound coil up-and-
down the shorting springs on top of the "mast" barrel, for tuning. But, there were some EARLIER
types that used the principle as well.

The 1963 ARRL Mobile Manual (which has a guy on the front who looks astoundingly like a young
Bob Dylan) shows several antenna "schemes" which use a surplus reversible motor to tune a variable
cap and in other cases, a tunable inductor, which are then link-coupled to our old friend, the 102"
whip (quarter-wave vertical on our OLD ham band - 11 meters). There's even a circuit (using tubes)
for an auto-tuner, which I'm adapting to solid-state.

Actually the FIRST screwdriver "type" antenna was the Webster Band spanner - it used the principle
of "shorted turns" to "tune" the antenna - modern versions of this antenna are referred to as the
"Bug catcher" for good reason. Early ARRL mobile manuals showed versions of modified Webster
Band Spanners in which the shorting spring (shaped in a circle, like a donut) movement-rod was
moved up and down by a geared motor at 90 degrees to the base, but that was a lot of "wind
loading" on your '59 Mercury Turnpike Cruiser, so they weren't very prolific.

There were also a brace of home-brewed, center- MoToniz ey /
loaded mobile antennas which used a bronze PA Mpaga
slug to detune the tapped-inductance inside a F J-
"coil box". This enabled you to adjust the H
resonant point on a particular band, without
moving the tap on the coll, it'self.

I won't get into Hustler, Master Mobile, Webster
coil-matic, and a brace of others, as they're not
"automatic" in any way, shape, or form. Today
we see Hamsticks (which work great for a single
band) and some others. Yaesu still makes the
ATAS series of "screwdrivers"... first the ATAS-
100, then the -120... I work on a lot of these,
and they DO have their quirks and problems, but
the science is good.

The strangest mobile antenna, and most likely
the most scientifically created, but also the most
forgotten was the "skeleton slot" concept used
on a CB antenna that we sold at the old Burstein-
Applepee (B-A) company for a while. An
aerospace engineer's kid, having watched his dad
experiment with the skeleton-slot feed method,



worked with his Dad, and they ended up, basically loading up the CAR BODY as an antenna.....don't
laugh - commercial airliners use a variation of this....

The basic principle is that the opening of the rear window, forms a matching transformer that's
shunt-fed by the wire from the "tuning box". One simply matches 50 ohms to the "matching
window" impedance, and joila'... you're loading up the car-body, and it's got a really LOW angle of
radiation, which makes long-skip very likely.

At any rate, there was a small tuning-box with a couple of compression trimmers inside, tied to a
single output wire; the box was mounted at the dead-center TOP of one's back window opening (cars
used to ALL have this)... the vertically run wire grounded at the bottom, and the box was adjusted
until the SWR was minimum - it worked really great, but never caught on, as the cheap trimmers
kept "unscrewing" under the vehicle's vibration, and nobody thought to "glyptol" them in place. As a
result, nearly all of them came back to us as defective, when they'd simply gotten loose.

So there you have my thoughts on EARLY mobile antennae
